ACHA Division l Men’s Hockey Advances to League Championship Game with Wins Over Oakland University and Kent State
The Adrian College Men’s Division l ACHA hockey team has advance to the championship game of the GLCHL Conference tournament this weekend in Ann Arbor, Michigan after earning victories over Oakland University 9-0 and Kent State University 4-0 at the Cube Ice Arena.
Adrian, the number one seed of the tournament after winning the regular season title, will face off against the University of Michigan at Dearborn at 2:30 on Saturday for the title. U-M Dearborn advanced with wins over Eastern Michigan and Davenport.
The Bulldogs defense has been stellar in both wins, as both games were recorded as shutouts for Adrian Goaltender Austyn Roudebush, who made 15 saves while blanking Oakland and turned away 20 shots against Kent State, holding the Golden Flashes scoreless.
The win against Oakland was a total team effort, as Adrian had nine different players scoring goals in the game. Adrian scored four times in the opening period as Marcus Rose, Austin Kuhn, Brad Kobryn and Domenic Moore all converted for the Bulldogs.
The Bulldogs continued to dominate in the second period, picking up three more goals to make the score 7-0 after two periods. Mike Finger, Rainer Glimple and Joe Costello did the honors and Roudebush even got in on the action, picking up an assist on the Glimple goal.
Defensemen Marcel Kottek and Archie McKinnion finished the scoring with goals in the third period to make the final score 9-0.
Against Kent State, Adrian opened the scoring with 7:02 left in the first period on a goal by Kyle Perkowski, then pushed the advantage to 2-0 when Kobryn closed the period with the first of his two goals on the day.
Adrian’s Dan Stone scored the only goal of the second period to give Adrian a comfortable 3-0 lead. Kobryn and Glimple closed the scoring with goals in the third period, as Jordan Oshowy had three assists on the afternoon for the Bulldogs.
